Dear MSMTA Members,

This year we will have the second MSMTA Spring Music Festival. This year’s Festival will be held Saturday, February 25, 2012, at Florida College in Puckett Auditorium. We are sure the response will be great, since we all have students who would love to perform a piece and receive a trophy for their efforts. There is no limit to the number of students each teacher can enter, but teacher’s students will be placed on several different “mini-recitals.”  Students will be proud of their accomplishments, and be inspired by hearing different compositions played by fellow students.  

The Festival is non-competitive.  The goal is to encourage all students to expand their repertoire and develop their technical skills, regardless of their current level of advancement. 

All students will receive an evaluation from a Judge. One original copy of all music (no illegal  photocopies accepted) with measures numbered shall be presented to the judge. At the conclusion of each recital, a music trophy will be given to each student for participating. New this year: two judges will evaluate alternating students so that while one judge is writing, the next student will perform. This has necessitated the fee to be $14 per solo entrant

Teacher materials include:

1. Information for Teachers:  how the Festival works and application details

2. Application:  Please copy extras as needed. Print legibly and do not write on the back of the page.  Time the pieces accurately, to the second, please.  This makes scheduling much more efficient.

3. Judge’s Sheet:  Photocopy on good quality paper for each student.  Fill out the required information.  Write your own student’s Entrant Number in the upper right-hand corner of each judge’s sheet as listed on your application. Print the required information legibly.  Do not fold.

4. Information for Students: you can email or copy and give to each student.

We hope you will enjoy this opportunity to prepare your students for a wonderful musical experience with motivating, challenging and rewarding music.  Please email or call one of us with any question.

Information for Teachers

FOR WHOM:  This Festival is open to MSMTA members’ students, including adults

DATE:  Saturday, February 25, 2012    PLACE:  Florida College, Puckett Auditorium

COMPOSITION:  One solo and/or ensemble selection (one trophy per entrant).  Any appropriate piece of literature from any period and style is acceptable.

FORMAT:  Entrants will be organized into 45-minute recitals beginning at 1:00, 2:00, 3:00 and 4:00 (as needed).  Performers and all who attend with them are requested to stay for the entire recital.  Since this is a “mini-concert,” participants are asked to dress appropriately and to bow after they perform.  They will receive the trophy at the end of each recital.  All guests are most welcome with no admission charge and free parking.

REQUIREMENTS:  Solo must be performed from memory. Memorization is not required for ensemble selections. Use repeats only if the piece lasts less than one minute.  No repeats for longer works. Maximum performance time is 5 minutes. The original music must be provided to the judge – NO illegal photocopies.  Number the measures.  Please time the pieces accurately.

Call immediately if a student cancels.  Participating teachers are to assist in some way either in preparation or on Feb. 25.

FEES Payable to MSMTA (Write in the fee you wish to charge on the Information for Students sheet):  Solo $14.00; Duet with teacher $14.00; Ensemble $8.00 per student

APPLICATION: PRINT LEGIBLY the Application Form listing composer’s first and last names and include fee payment of one check payable to MSMTA. Do not circle Recital 1,2,3,4; that will be done by the chairman when determined.  For Ensemble, put multiple names and ages as one entry. Two copies of each form and the fees must be postmarked or delivered by Friday, February 3.  The deadline will be strictly enforced – this means that students will not be scheduled if the application, fees, judge’s sheets, etc. are not received on time. Send with a self-addressed, stamped envelope if you want the recital times snail mailed to you, otherwise they will be emailed to you.  Include one completed judge’s sheet for each student’s performance.  Print on high quality  paper  (DO NOT FOLD) which will be given to the judges, and which students will want to keep forever?

MAIL in large envelope or BRING by February 3 to Virginia Grissom, 7802 Bullara Dr., Tampa, FL 33637-4918.

PERFORMANCE TIMES:  Performance times for each student will be emailed to each teacher as soon as they are arranged.  Saturday mini-recitals will tentatively begin at 1:00, 2:00, 3:00 and 4:00 (as needed).  Please ask students to arrive 10 minutes before their scheduled recital time, and wait to enter the recital hall until the previous recital has ended.

Information for Students

Congratulations on being selected by your MSMTA teacher to perform in this year’s Spring Music Festival!

Entrants will be organized into several recitals lasting approximately 45 minutes and tentatively beginning at 1:00, 2:00, 3:00 and 4:00 as needed.  Performers and all who attend with them are requested to stay for the entire assigned recital in which the student is performing.  Since this is a “mini-concert,” participants are asked to dress appropriately in concert attire and to bow after they perform.  A judge will evaluate each performance on Correct Notes, Appropriate Tempo, Rhythmic Accuracy, Technical Competence, Pedaling, Tone and Dynamics, Secure Memorization, Balance of Melody and Harmony, Mood and Interpretation and Stage Presence.  The critique will be given to the teacher to be reviewed at the student’s next lesson. At the end of each recital each student will receive a music trophy and have photo opportunities. 

Students may perform one solo and/or ensemble selection chosen by your teacher. Solos are to be performed from memory.  Ensemble selections do not have to be memorized.. Use repeats only if the piece lasts less than one minute.  No repeats for longer works. Maximum performance time is 5 minutes. The original music must be provided to the judge with measures numbered. No illegal photocopies are allowed.
