As soon as these materials along with your check have been sent to me, you may participate in association activities.

The membership year begins on July 1. MTNA dues are $63, FSMTA dues are $40, MMTA dues are $15 and District 9 dues are $3 for a total of $121. Checks should be made out to FSMTA. First-time applicants joining after January 1 are eligible for a 50% discount on MTNA ($31.50) and FSMTA dues ($20.00).

Members of our music association have many opportunities to attend workshops and state conferences and perform on teacher recitals. Teachers are also encouraged to enter their students in various activities throughout the year including solo and ensemble recitals and competitive and noncompetitive auditions.
